Shri BIMALA PRASAD CHALIHA (Chief Minister): Do you

want me to make a statement about the incident, Sir ?

Mr. DEPUTY SPEAKER: Yes.
Shri BIMALA PRASAD CHALIHA : The facts about the incident

arc as follows.~-

On .6th February 1963 at about 11 p.m., a gang of dacoits numbering
ab: ut 15 ar ned with guns, daos aud lathis co v mitted dacoity in the house
of Rabairam Das of village Nalugram about three-fourth mile south of
Gumra under Katigora Police Station of the Cachar District. One ‘group
of dacoits entered into the house .f Rabairam Das, kept him confined and
took away cash Rs.174 and some clothes. The remaining dacoits entered
another house in the same compound where Umesh Das, brother of Rabai-
ram Das, was sleeping. The dacoits dragged him outside and struck
grievous blows with a dao on his abdomen. The dacoits then left the
place towards the Indo-Pak border having fircd 3 or 4 gun shots to scare
away the people of the village who came out hearing the hulla. Umesh
Das was taken to Gumrca where there is a temporary patrol police post with
one Assistant Sub-Inspector and 4 t.narmed Constables. Immediately the
Assistant Sub-Iuspector incharge of the Gu_mra patrol post sent injured
Umesh Das with 2 const:bles to Katigora Police Sta\t:on in a truck.” On
way Umesh Das succumbed to his injuries. Tl;g: Officer-in-charge Katigora
Police Station with .one section of Armed Police rushed to the place of
occurrence immediately on receipt of the information and reached there at
about 3 a.m. The place of occurrence is at a distance of about eleven miles
from the Katigora Police Station. On search of the place of occurrence
and its meighbournood, the Oflicer-in-charge f0unc1_ 3 fired and } live
cartridges of 12 bore shot gun. These cartridges had imprint of being made
in Pakistan. In the course of the search the Officer-in-charge also found
the dead body of one Aswini Das of the same village at a distance of about
three-tourth mile to the south of the plare _of occurrence, A gun shot
injury was found 1n his chest. The Officer-in-charge also found trail of
blood drops towards the south of the place of occurrence and tollowed it
up to Sadrikal situated on the Indo-Palk border about 3 miles from the
Place of occurrence. !he trail of blood marks disappeared near the house
of one Gucaimia of Sadrikhal within India. The house of Gutaimia was
searched and a blood-stained shirt was recovered from his bed room.
The shirt was seized and Gutaimia was arrested. The other houses of the
locality were also searched but nothing incriminating was found. One
Kudusmia, nephew of Gutaimia, was also arrested. In course of investiga-
tion another 10 local suspects were arrested. Itis strongly suspected that
the crime was committed by criminals from Pakistan in collaboration with
local criminals. : :

A protest has been lodged by the Deputy Commissioner of Cachar
with the Deputy Commissioner of Sylhet and also by the Government with
the Government of Easi Pakistan, ‘The Additional Superintendent of Police,
Cachar, supervised the investigation of the case. Vigorous investig ation 18
still continuing.

and organising these huge activities there might be little delay, omissions

and Commussions. but these we: e bound .o be so due to democratic process
and procedure which we al] value most.

The_refore? Sﬁ*‘: in my opinjon criticism levelled against the Government
for certain omission and commissions are not fair and justified. We should
also realise that in addition to the civilian burdens the Government had to

render all out ajd to the army.
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Sir, I am grateful to the Governor for mentioning in his address about
evacuation of Tezpur which matter had gained world wide publicity and
also had become a subject of controversy in seme quarters and section of the
Pre-s. Evacuation of Tezpur was strategic necessity and inevitable due to
the military, situation and I think the authorities rightly acted by not
allowing the non-combatant civilian populati n to be thrown in the midst
of cross-fires. I therefore see no reason in inding fault with some members
of this House who had to leave under compelling orders. Sir, evacuation
from strategic and operational area and denving the enemy vital materials
is not a new thing in the history of warfare. In Burma, Europe during the
wars, in Korea and Indonesia in recent rimes such steps were t ken, I theres
fore see no reason why this matter evoked so much of criticism. But the
saddes part of the criticism was levelled against the whole masses of those
brave and heroic men, women and children of Tezpur who left the town in
a calm orderly manner and without any murmur because they obeyed the
Government order. I leavc this matter in the hands of the hon. Members
to give their considered view in the light of the facts stated by me and by
many others including the Chief Minister. The Government arrangement
for evacuation was splendid and there was no complaint from any quarter.
Buses, Ferries worked day and night round the clock and everybody helped
each othi r on that fateful day of the 20th November. It will be ungratetul
on my part if I do not praise the people of Nowgong who did every sacrafice
to wive shelter, food and words of good cheer and comfort to the evacuees
who will never forget and remain grateful for ever for the warm hospitality,
love and affection shown to them.

Sir, I think this House will be the proper forum to express our heart-felt
sympathy and administration for the brave people of NFFA who were the
real victims of Chinesc aggression and occupation. Thousands of men,
women with bhabies on their backs and children trekked down from the
snowy heights o1 ly to escape from the clutches ot the dreaded Chinese and
to find shelter and protection at the handg of the Ppeople of the plains with
whom they are tied with age long friendship and kinship. 1t was a unique
sight to sec people of NEFA and the plains of Assam trekking long distances
together sharing the woes and agony of leaving their hearths and homes and
bearing calmly the hardship and suffering. Both have fully realised that the
fate and destiny of the two are linked together for ever, Otherwise they
believe there will remain a vacuum which is certainly not all desirable. It
is, therefore, necessary in the interest of the whole country to e€ncourage more-
and more social, educational and cultural contracts between the two people
as early as possible. My idea of bringing the 13‘30131:B Pf the NEFA ant rest
of Assam together is not only intended as an administrative matter but as
a process of social and economic cohesion. There is danger also from the
strategic p int of view to leave the simple and unsophisticated and rather
gullibie tribal brethren isolated and open to clandestine Chinese influence
and indoctrinartion. I am glad that our Chief Minister has given much of
his thought and time as how best to effect this integration early, I am also
glad to know tha: the Central Social Welfare Board has recently opened two
Welfare Centres in Kameng Division through the agency of the Tezpur
Mahila Samity, This is a move in the right directicn and should be exten-
ded to other areas also.

Sir i
Gauhati during the months of November and 1 ecember, the price went
up to such a great extent that it was not possible to buy rice at su
afhigh raéc. lSir, I think it is due to the restriction imposed on 1110\“’“3?3"
of rice by the Government between one district and the other. Sir, 1t 8
unfair that people of one district buy rice at higher price than the peopie
of another district. This is becausr there is restriction of movement
Previously, Gauhati people used to get rice from North Lakhimpur and
Darrang.. This time it was restricied and we could nct get rice Il..is
also unfair that the cultivators of rice growing arcas will get less price
for their crops. So this restriction should be withdrawn as carly a8
possible.

But in his address
he has mentioned nothing about the Veature Schools which have mnot been
taken up by the Government. Before launching of compulsory primary
educaticn all venture schools which have been started by people’s initia-
tive must be taken over by the Government otherwise the talk of compulsory

primary education will be meaningless.

Health is the main thing of the peopl: of a nation and the health of
the rural population is the most impostant factor for the development of
our State. There are subsidised dispensaries but there are no doctors,
not even compounders are to be found there. Unless the salaries of the
doctors of the subsidised dispensaries are increased, I think doctors will not -
be available there. So, I draw the attention of the Government in this
respect so thai the subsidised dispensaries are taken over by the Govern-
ment with a view to giving medical aid to the People. 1In this respect it is
my painful duty to mention here about the Gauhati Medical College which
was established by the Government before three years. The Dbuildines and
the hostels of the college have nut yet been constructed. Not even a stbal\t for
the construction work has been given. I do not know when the construction
be started. I hope the Government will take very promipt action in this
respect so that the hostels and the buildings are constructed immediately
and the Gauhati Medical College is completed with all Necessary appliances
and insiruments. Only then we may be able to utilise the services of our
talented doctors and also people in general weuld be able 1o take advantage
of the Medical College Hospital.

Therefore, I cannot agree with the Opposition Friends that the Committees
are formed with the Congressmen only.

Then Sir, 1 have certain suggestions to cffer regarding the formation
of Defence Committee in the Anchal level. We are to create a Unit in
Anchal level by creating an Anchalik Panchyat. Sir, originally in the
district and Subdivisions there was a Mauza Unit and it is still there with
a leadership. So it is very difficult to create another leadership in an
Anchal level in so shorta time.  So, Sir, I think we should ty to form
Mauza Defence Committees  which will be more effective than the
Anchalik Defence Committees, because the leadeiship of the Mouza remains
asitis, Inour Congress also therve is practically no Anchalik Congress
Committece but the Mauza of Mandal Congress Comumittee is there in
existence, so it will be casier for us to depend on the present mouza or
Mandal leadership for spcedy and clficient work for defence. And when
we can create integrated leadership in Anchal level which wmay require
several years, we may depend on them.

Sir, my fifth point is about the merger of’ North East Frontier Agency
with Assam. Our Government should try to unitc North East Frontier
Agency with Assam. I think the Government of Assam should strongly
move the Centre for uniting North East Irontier Agency with us because
at this tiwe when some danger is facing the people of Assam and North
East Frontier Agency, this is the best time for envolving an unity between

bhoth.

Then Sir, our Government have immediately posted some Commis-
sioners in some of the District H:adquarters:  During the cmergency it was
felt necessary because some important (lef‘tsmns were to be taken on the
spot. I agree that this was necessary during the cmergency time, but, I
think such highly salaried posts should not be kept dor a long period.
Instread of this, I think the District Officer should be given more power to
take decision on important matters in consultation with local leading people

on the spot.

I am happy that the Government have taken schemes to train Home
Guards. This is really encouraging to know thai our Government have
decided to train our youths. Sir, 1 am very sorry to learn that in place of
one lakh only twenty-five thousand Home Guards have been allotted for
Assam. Sir, surrounding on all three sides by the foreign countries as we
are, I think thisis the duty of the Government to train all our available
youths in a disciplined manner.  This Home Guard training is 5 Proper
forum for training our youths at present. Sq Sir, I think the Government
will try to increase the pumber to one lakh in the bcginning from twenty
five thousand as alloited at present.  These Home Guards should pe trained
properly. In my opinion the present training which is being imparted is
not a training at all. At present only two to three hours training is
given to the youths who come from a distanc;v. In 1945 Act, there .is no
provision for such training. Il'we are to train cur youths, I think twenty
four hours’ training should he given. Oaly then this may be a disciplhinsd
training. No useful training can be given to the youths who spend ouly 2
hours by coming from a long distance of say 2 10 6 miles. In my opinion
there should be regular camping at least for one mouth for the first instance.
The respousibility should be given to the police instead of forming another
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organisation. I have secn Home Guard training in many g_l.u:v. in my
Subdivision we have trained about 500 Home Guards holding camps 1n
different localities. The expenditure was borne by the people. (J\nly\ the
training was condictedl by the Police personncl ) and S.R. P
personnel. Shri K. K. Shah the General Sccretary of the All India
Congress Comunittee and M.P, visited our camp in one or two pl.’u:_cs :m'd
appreciated it highly. He said that the traininz should be given in this
manner every where.
