This instruction was issued by the Education Minister informing the
Cofnmissnoner Educatlon But the Deputy Director, perhaps issued
another c1rcular by means of which the Deputy Director wants that
this Blshnupnya Manlpun language will be taught in the schools
where there are Bishnupriya Manipuri teachers. This circular was
issued from the Directorate in pursuance of the instruction issued by
the Hon'ble Minister and the Commissioner, Education that there will
be honorary appointment of teachers. Now the question is that whether
this honorary teacher will teach the students of Bishnupriya Manipuri
or by adjusting the teachers from the existing teachers.
