It may be mentioned that the Assam Trade Articles (Licensing and Con
trol) Order, 1982 came into force on 92nd June, 1982, though maximum
storage limit has been fixed on 20th May, 1983.

The storage limit of Essential Commodities 15 necessary to prevent
hoarding of articles and prevention of consequential rise in price. However,
Government will consider temporaiy exemption to storage limit if the situa-
tion so demands. :

It will appear that from the year 1982-83 we had in
fact increasec{) the borrowing ]1m1t_upto Rs.185 crores.

and therefore the limit is proposed to be set at Rs. 250
crores so that in ‘ghe event of our implementing this scheme
we may not be in difficulty for fund. That is the main
propose for which we have asked for raising the borrowing
limit. Under the provition of Sect 65(1) of the Electricity
Supply Act, State Electricity Board may with the previous
sanction of the State Government borrow any sum for per-

limit under Section 65 shall be Rs, 10 crores unless the
State Lagislature fixes a higher limit- That is why we
nave ~asked for the approval of the House in the shape
of a resolution so that we can increase the limit of bor-
rowing.

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Some Members have raised certzin poinis about the lift
irrigation projects and in this connection, I would like to
state that till 31st March, 1983 we have encrised 130 pump
sets.

Member has pointed out about
the ‘Barak Dam and expressed his apprehension that a por-
tion of this loan will be spent for the construction of the
Barak Dam. Sir, as a matter of fact, the State Electricity
Board has nothing to do with the Barak Dam at present.
Bcesuse, it is a project of the Govt. of India and its corls-
truction works are being done at the instance of the Govt.
of India, and not by the State Govt. Therefore, Sir, not
a single loan amount of the Electricity Board will be spent
for the work of Barak Dam, We donot know whether the
State Electricity Board will be asked to look after  the
roject on completion. So this loan has nothing to do with
the construction of Barak Dam. Some hon. members have
also raised certain points that in Mayang, Lakhipur and
Goalpara several complaints have been made for the loos
of lives of poor villiagers beceuse of the lack of knowledge
on the use of power. Sir, that risk is there and with the
growing of power development in the State people are also
to be educated in the use of power. Unless and until they
are educated that risk is always there, when we are play-
ing with the electricity in our day-to-day needs. However,
Sir, can assure the hon. Members that whatever complaints
have been made will be surely looked into and we shall try
to provide compensation to the affected people as per -pro-
vision of the Elecetricity Rules. 1 have already noted it
