Shri- A.F. Golam Osmani; asked :
#89.  Will the Minister of Forests be pleased to state :

(a) On what basis demarcation is made in classified and
unclassified Forest ?

(b) The lotal area that come respectively under classified
and unclassified forest in the state ?

(c) Whether extraction of timber from unclassified forests
by private parties allowed and if so on what norms ?

(d) Whether there is differential royalty on the catogories of
forests and if so what are the norms.

Shri Prafulla Kumar Mahanta (Chief Minister) replied :

(@) There is no classified forests and unclassified forests
in Assam. But we have Reserved Forest and unclassed
State Forest.

The Reserved Forests are constituted as per the prov-
isions contained in Assam Forests Regulations 1891 and
unclassed State Forests are not formally constituted and
hence not demarcated. Unclassed state Forests are defined
as land and not included in the Reserved Forests.

(b) The area of Reserved Forests in Assam is 17 415.05
Sq. K.M. and the area of unclassed State Forests is 9248 089
Sq. K.M.

(c) Extraction of timber by private partiesis not allowed
from unclassed state Forests as well as from Reserved
Forests. This is done by departmental Agency.

(d) The royalty is primarily fixed for Forest produce in
unclassed State Forests and the same is applied in Reserved
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Forests as an indicative upset price for competitive disposal.
Shri A. F. Golam Osmani : Sir, it appears that there is no
such thing like unclassified forests. The general impression
in villages is that the trees are the property of the Forest
Department. The. relevant question I want to ask for answer
from the Chief Minister who is also holding the Forest
portfolio and as such, it has assumed greater importance.
After the AGP Government came to power, they imposed res-
triction on abstraction of trees from Patta land vide dated
18.8.86 and this was withdrawn again on 14.10.87 perhaps on
good reasons. Many departments in some places and in utter
violation of the rule has issued permits for extraction of tim-
ber during the restricted period. 1 referred to that it was with-
drawn from 14.10.87. In Karimganj Forest Division, a permit
was issued on 24.6.87 in the name of the Manager, Haticherra
Tea Estate. In another case, a permit was issued on 23.
7.87 in the name of one Shri N. Laskar for extraction
of timber. May I request the Chief Minister to take
appropriate action against the officials who issued permit
in the restricted period. It seems presently things are
continuing as happened during the last 30 years. So, I
want to put question whether the Chief Minister is aware
of this type of illegal action by the departments specially
in Barak Valley Districts.

On the other hand, we find that Shri
Upen Borua, who is not a local man and who has also
offered 77, below the schedule rate, has been granted the

~work. In view of this, may I request the Hon’ble Minister

to look after the matter and take necessary action ?
Shri Chandra Mohan Patowary ( Minister ) : Actually, sir,
this is objectionable when the Hon’ble Member says that
one Shri Baruah of Lower Assam was given the work. As
a matter of fact, sir, both of them hail from Nowgong
District and Shri Upen Baruah does not hail from Lower
Assam. Moreover, this is a technical matter and the Technical
Committee has decided the matter and we have nothing
to do on this.

Shri A. F. Golam Osmani :  Sir, [ want to raise a point of
order for favour of your clarification.

“On examination of the whole matter the State Gov-
ernment expressed its desire to have a revision of electoral
rolls with 1.1.87 as the qualifying date taking the 1966
electoral rolls duly bridged with pre-1966 electoral rolls
as the draft roll. The State Government elaborated its
views on the above points for acceptance of 1966 (duly
bridged) electoral rolls as the draft rolls on the following
grounds ¢ —

1) That under the Assam Accord, the period between
1.1.66 and 24.3.71 contain the foreigners who came to
Assam during that period. Under clauses 5.3 and 5.4 of
the Accord read with Section 6 A (3) of the Citizenship
( Amendment ) Act 1985, these persons once detected
should be deleted from the electoral rolls of 1985, and
thereafter they should be dis-enfranchised. The electoral
rolls of 1985 might contain the names of such persons
as aforesaid since the electoral rolls were revised for a
number of times after 1.1.66 and even in the last revision
residency prior to 24.3.71 was the main criterion. Even
if such persons are not detected/dis-enfranchised these
persons can’t shake off their ‘foreigner” character and
would make the electoral rolls incorrect.

2) Due to similar situation before the 1985 revision
of electoral rolls all the persons registered in 1971 or pre-1971
electoral rolls were taken into the 1985 electoral rolls pro-
vided their eligibility were not objected to and accepted
by the Electoral Registration Officer. While on the other
the eligibility of all the persons in the post 1971 rolls
were intensively scrutinised before their registration in the
electoral rolls of 1985. The State Government expressed
that the same situation still exists but with a different
base. The presumption in favour of 1971 rolls existing
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earlier has been shifted to 1966 rolls in view of the Assam
Accord and consequential amendment to the citizenship
Act. As a result whatever sanctity 1970 electoral rolls
had during 1985 revision stands transferred to the 1966
electoral rolls.

3) The State Government are further of the view that
a person must be a citizen of India to be enrolled in
the electoral roll under provisions of the Article 326 of
the constitution of India. Similarly Section 16 (1) of the
R.O.P. Act 1950 provides that a person would be disqua-
lified from registration in the electoral roll if he/she is
not a citizen of India. These two provisions therefore
allow that Indians and only Indians to be registered in
the electoral rolls. This condition of enrolment can the-
refore only be satisfied by the acceptance of 1966 electoral
rolls and not 1985 electoral rolls as the draft roil,

4) In view of the above views of the State Goverment,
Commision is therefore requested to reconsider the matter
and allow the 1966 electoral rolls duly bridged with pre-
1966 electoral rolls to be used as the draft rolls for the
proposed revision of electoral rolls in the State.”

Earlier T also wrote to Shri R.V.S. Peri Sastri, Chief
Election Commissioner of India under my D.O. No. ELE.
89/86/184 dt. 11th December 1987,

Message received from Secretary, Election Commission,
Delhi to our Chief Electoral officer, Assam on 24.2.88 reads :
“Refer your message No. ELE.89/86/209 dated 19th instant
regarding revision of electoral rolls in Assam. Commiss-
ion is already seized of the issue. It has taken up matter
with Ministry of Home Affairs to obtain their views on certain

legal issues involved. Commission will communicate its
decision as soon as views of Ministry of Home Affairs
are received.”

As per the Assam Accord, the Government of Assam have
been pressing the Government of India to expedite the
setting up of the fourth refinery in Assam. The corporate
structure of the refinery has been a basic issue on
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which agreement is still awaited. Initially, the Centre wan-
ted the refinery to be in the Private Sector, though the
Assam Government apprehended delay if a private party
was involved. Still, the Assam Government agreed to a Joint-
Sector structure with the two Government’s (or with the
Assam Government and a Central Oil Company. )

Subsequently, the Centre communicated its decision to
set up the refinery in the Central Joint-Sector. The Assam
Government agreed to this changed position also, but
insisted on its own participation, envisaging a seperate
corporate siructure as in the earlier Joint-Sector concept.
During his visit to Guwahati, on 5.1287 the Petroleum
Secretary. Government of India formally suggested exclusion
of the private party, and clarified that the State Government
could participate. Then, however, the Minister of State,
Petroleum and Natural Gas, wrote to me on 5.1.88 that
the refinery was being considered for the Central Sector.
During follow-up discussions at Delhi on 12.1.88. in this
connection, the Secretary ( Petroleum ) clarified that the
Centre was open to the State Government’s participation,
but indicated a doubt that this may increase costs.

Thereafer,I wrote to the Minister of State, Petroleum
on 28.1.88, asking for confirmation about the State
Government’s equity participation. I also wrote to the Prime
Minister on 14.3.88, reiterating Assam Government’s inis-
tence on its equity participation, under a new corpo-
rate structure. I also met the Prime Minister personally in
this regard at New Delhi on 18.1.88.

Regarding the Petrochemical. Complex, the Minister of
State (Petroleum) wrote to me on 5.1.88, that the setting
up of a Petrochemical refinery may not be feasible at pre-
sent. The matter was subsequently considerd by the Stan-
ding Advisory Committee, on 12.2.88. The Committee
advised that the pretrochemical component be delinked

from the Refinery, but examined along with the AIDC’s
proposed gas-based Petrochemical Project, for ‘which a pre—

investment feasibility report has already been prepared by
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Engineers India Limited. The AIDC has also submitted
application for Letter of Intent for the project, which is
under consideration by the Department of Petrochemicals,

Ministry of Industry. AIDC has also engaged Tata Econ-
omic and Consultancy Services to conduct a detailed mar-

ket survey, which is going on.

Shri Abdul Rob ' Laskar: Mr. Deputy Speaker, Sir, I take
my stand to support the amendment motion put forwarded
by our esteemed leader Shri G. Rajbongshi on the Governor’s
address. Sir, while participating in the discussion I
would like to make some observation. Sir, we find that
the activities of this Government is very much discrimina-
tory towards many sections of the people of the State.
Sir, in the matter of appointment a great discrimination
has been done by this Government towards the people of
Barak Valley. Sir, 952 constables were appointed but out
of these 952 not a single appointment was given to the
people. of Barak Valley. S.I. and A. S. I. were also
appointed but not a single unemployed educated youth got
the job from this particular valley. We also see that some
appointments were made in the Industries Department—
40 Extension Officers were appointed and out of this not
a single appointment was given from Barak Valley. Now,
Sir, this discrimination seems to be appeared as if the Barak
Valley is not a part of the State of Assam. Sir, what
would be the sentiment of the younger generation those
who are going to be deprived of getting the appointment
from this Government. Sir, never before from any
Government, whether it was Congress Government or Janata
Government discrimination was done but this is for the
first time from the A. G. P. Government we are observing
all these things. Sir, my friend Shri Bharat Narah stated
that the movement is going on in the hill areas of Assam
at the instance of the Congress Government and the Centre
as well as the Congress (I) MLAs. But Sir, T totally deny
this statement because it is the attitude of this Government
making the people belonging to different linguistic groups

«compelled to go for agitation for their survival, for their
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sefeguard. So, Sir, T would like to suggest through you
to this Government that this discrimination may be rectified
and an impression may be given to the people belonging
to different sections of the people that this Government
is their own Government. Sir, in a parliamentary democracy
the Government and the Opposition must respect each
other. Both the Government and the Opposition should
join hands to carry the State forward. Sir. I have got some
problem in my constituency. Sir, I will take one or two
minutes for highlighting these points. Sir, we never said
that this Government is corrupt. But thisis the first time
in this session that the corruption charges are coming like
anything. Sir, in the very first year we heard on the floor
of the House and outside the House that this Government
is committed to give clean. clear and efficient administr-
ation. Even it was said earlier that ten rupees will not
be allowed to be taken as bribe. Sir, today it is a matter
of great surprise that from a statement of a Hon’ble Member
it has become apparent that corruption is justified. Sir, if
it is the opinion of the Hon’ble Members belonging to
the treasury bench then what would be the role of the
officers who are working in the State. You will find Sir,
corruption is going on in a large scale in the official
levels. Sir, on 4th January, 1988 I approached the Hon’ble

Panchayat Minister who was very much pleased to pass
an order...
